Qur Learning

Main Topic: Space
This topic teaches children about our solar system. The children will be
looking at big questions, such as; What is an astronaut? How do people
travel through space? Why is space dark? What do astronauts wear? They
will be learning about famous astronauts and the planets in our solar

system.

RE
To help children learn about Easter, they will be focusing on the topic
'‘Growing'. As part of this, the children will be learning about the period of
Lent, the importance of this and how people spend time reflecting. The
children will also be learning about the Islamic faith. The children will be
participating in their daily class worship and singing songs on a regular

basis to praise God.

Maths
We will be following the White Rose Maths scheme. This half term, we will be
learning about; 3D shapes, patterns, representing 9 and 10, sorting 9 and 10,
ordering numbers to 10, the composition of 9 and 10, comparing numbers
within 10 and making 10. We will then spend some time consolidating the

learning from this term.

Phonics / Writing,

We will follow the scheme 'Little Wandle' and will have phonics lessons,
daily. The children will be reading 3 times a week in a guided group.
We will be encouraging the children to write 'messages’ using the skills they
have learnt. We will be encouraging them to write simple sentences. Please
continue to focus on the key words at home.

The children will be recapping their learning, focusing on the digraphs. The
children will be recapping these at different rates to ensure the learning is

secure.
